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I enjoy sociology and people watching. I 
have read books along these lines for 
years now. Its also part of what I find 
interesting about studying the early 
explorers and settlers. Makes me wonder 
how these individuals have been 
instrumental in the development and 
general attitudes and moral guidelines 
that still remain in communities today. 
Places that were established with the 
mining industry or mill towns, farming 
and agricultural communities or ranching 
areas are so different from each other 
even today. Towns established by folks 
that  came f rom countr i es that  
experienced religious persecution also 
are very different and have a special 
flavour. We in the boundary have it all. 
Wonderful! 
Right down to ghost towns. If you ask 
someone new here how long it takes to be 
treated l i ke you belong to your 
community you wi l l  get di ffering 
opinions depending on whether it is a 
mining town or a farming community. It 
will definitely take longer if you live in a 
mining town. I am not so sure that this is 

helpful to anyone either.
I read about a community that was 
founded by Mennonite leaders and 
everyone attended the same church and 
did business together. The first born son 
carried on the fathers business and the 
others all worked for their siblings. All 
was “harmonious” until after a couple of 
generations there were too many people 
for the available employment and the 
radio, cars, TV and “progress” finally 
eroded at the fibre of the community. Well 
that was their view. People eventually 
moved away for work and schools closed 
and the town died. They could not stay 
living in their old familiar ways because 
their religion was possibly based on fear 
of becoming contaminated by sin and 
what did not fit in their norms. At first a lot 
of people got shunned. As things declined 
and before the town died, alcohol, drugs 
and abuse came along. Then people 
became hopeless and their standards 
dropped. People lost their values and their 
sense of community. Can morals be 
taught without a sense of belonging and 
pride in your community? In some 
communities playing cards and dancing 
was considered evil where in others, 
especially farming towns barn dances and 
such where part of 
their fabric. Even 
Bingo is a big com-
munity builder. It 
seems just plain 
getting together can 
be the very glue that 
holds a community 
together. It has been 
proven that these 
communi t i es are 
thriving. I like to go 
to events and meet 
folks. Builds me too! 
I never thought it was 
essent i al  to our 
future unti l  now. 

People that play together stay together.
What I ask myself is how we have come to 
have so many people caught up in 
addictions, especially drugs, that are 
creating psychotic reactions that drain us 
all? It truly does take a whole community 
to raise a child. We are all affected by our 
weakest links. I like the way some 
neighbours to new people that came with 
ulterior motives were treated by them. 
Neighbourly. They were trying to set up a 
shop to sell drugs from and these little old 
ladies never realized this and came by 
regularly and brought treats and kept 
them out of business by being too 
friendly. I love it. Our community had no 
idea what a service these ladies did for us. 
By the way, neither did they. It did not 
cost us in more drugs to our citizens or 
police presence or money spent using our 
criminal justice system. The only 
problem is, Where did they go? To a 
community that is not so friendly! I 
believe the key to the well being of our 
communities is staying friendly, being 
truly informed and caring. Care through 
the hard stuff and the easy. I am especially 
concerned that men help young men to 
grow into citizens that have pride in 
themselves and their people. Sounds 
difficult but it is just being normal really.
